Attire and Appearance

Jieminites are to wear clean uniform with their name tags on, white shoes and white socks
(above the ankles) to school. No modification to the school uniform is allowed.

Hairstyles should be short and neat, and fringe should not touch the eyebrows. For girls with
long hair, hair should be neatly tied up.

Nails must be clean and short.

. Wearing of Face Masks (optional)

If your child would still like to wear a face mask in school, please ensure that a well-fitted face
mask to be properly worn.

Face mask should be fit enough to cover the face from the top of the nose to the bottom of chin.
Standby an extra face mask in the school bag should it need to be replaced.

Bringing of digital thermometer to school

All Jieminites are encouraged to continue to bring a working oral digital thermometer to school in
their school bag. As part of student’s personal mastery, Jieminite can use the thermometer in
class if feeling unwell and inform his/her class teacher.

Jieminites will be reminded of the date that is compulsory for them to bring their thermometer to
school in Term 1 and Term 3. This is to facilitate the whole school temperature taking exercise as
required by MOE.

. Jieminites who are unwell

Jieminites who are unwell with flu-like symptoms such as fever or cough are reminded to seek
medical attention and stay away from school.

Parents are to inform your child/ward’s Form Teacher or the school's General Office of your
child’s absence.

Jieminites are encouraged to practice frequent handwashing throughout the school day
especially during recess and at snack break before consuming food items.

5. Vaccination for Children

If your child is taking part in any of the vaccination session, please inform the Form teacher and PE

teacher as he/she will need to be excuse from any strenuous activities and PE lessons for 2 weeks.




Travel Declaration

Only one parent is required to make the declaration.
If your child/ward is not travelling overseas, no action is required.
